The Commercial Law League has four Sections which were created to address the specialized needs of their respective constituencies.  Each Section elects its own officers and Executive Council.  They have their own bylaws and dues structures.  Every Section has a representative on the CLLA Board of Governors.

BANKRUPTCY SECTION:  

The section promotes high standards in the practice of bankruptcy and insolvency law before the US Bankruptcy Courts.  Founded in 1982, current membership is approximately 650 plus attorneys.

· Sponsors 5 educational seminars annually

· Co-Sponsors educational program at the National Conference of Bankruptcy Judges each fall.

· Presents an annual luncheon at the Midwestern Regional Meeting held in Chicago.

· Markets audio taped programs and materials from Section events at an attractive cost to CLLA                      members

· Publishes a monthly newsletter and annual membership roster.

COMMERCIAL COLLECTION AGENCY ASSOCIATION:  

The Section was organized in 1972 as a separate part of the League.  Any agency which has an
officer, partner or manager who is a CLLA member can become a member by obtaining the widely respected Certificate of Compliance from the League.  There are over 150 members of this Section.
· Actively utilizes institutional advertising to promote the use of agencies holding Certificates of Compliance.

· Sends a monthly newsletter

· Conducts surveys of operating statistics on a regular basis to assist members observing trends.

· Acts as a focal point for the credit granting community for member and non-member collection agencies.

CREDITORS’ RIGHTS SECTION:  






Created in 1992 to meet the needs of attorney members who concentrate in representing creditors. There are over 700 members in the Creditors’ Rights Section.

· Monitors legislation affecting creditors’ rights at the state level.

· Obtains nationally known speakers for League events. 

· Provides input for the review course for the League's Creditors' Rights Certification Program.

· Publishes a periodic newsletter.

YOUNG MEMBERS' SECTION:

Established in 1972, and  open to any League member in good standing who is 40 years old (or younger). There are currently over 150 members in this section. Membership is also available for members over the age of 40 but who have only been a CLLA member for three years or less. 

· Acquaints younger members with the organization's objectives and gives them a voice within the organization. 

· Helps members get acquainted with their contemporaries and feel at ease at League functions.

· Sponsors First Attendee Programs.

· Plans educational programs at Eastern & Midwestern Regional Meetings as well as off site events. 
· Facilitates the Mentor Program for new members joining the League and attending their first CLLA meeting. 
· Publishes a seasonal newsletter.
